(ESSER II) AGREEMENT

This agreement (“Agreement”) is made by and between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania (“Commonwealth”),
through its Pennsylvania Department of Education (“Department”), and Downingtown Area SD located at 540 Trestle

Place, Downingtown, PA 19335, (“Grantee”).

The Department, created by Section 201 of the Administrative Code of 1929, as amended, 71 P.S. § 61, is the
State Education Agency responsible for administration of grant programs pursuant to the General Appropriation Acts and
the Public School Code of 1949, as amended, 24 P.S. § 1-101 et seq. and has been awarded funds by the US Department
of Education for Elementary and Secondary Emergency Relief (ESSER II) programs under the, P.L. 116-136.
Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations (CRRSA) Act, Public Law 116-260.

The parties, intending to be legally bound, agree as follows:

1. Pursuant to this Agreement, Grantee will receive funds in the amount of $1,234.833.00. The grant shall be used to
defray program costs incurred from March 13, 2020 to September 30, 2023.

2. The Agreement shall become effective on the date it is fully executed by all required parties and shall terminate on
September 30, 2023, unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms hereof.

3. Grantee shall furnish all qualified personnel, facilities, materials and other services and in consultation with the
Department, provide the services described in Appendix B.

INTRODUCTION

impact that Novel Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) has had, and continues to have, on
elementary and secondary schools across the state.

Currently we are in the process of using instructional data to identify the students most in need
of potential remediation and additional support. At the elementary level, this data includes
academic benchmarks related to English Language Arts and Mathematics. At the secondary
level, our data sources are primary student grades. Across our K-12 system, we are also
examining data related to student attendance and referrals to our academic or behavior
intervention teams.

Please explain the LEA(s) proposed timeline for providing services and assistance to students
and staff. (3000 characters max)

Right now we are targeting the provision of K-12 supports to qualifying students over the
summer months. To this point we have identified district facilities we will utilize and have begun
to articulate service delivery models by level. Our next step will be to make final determinations
about student eligibility, hire teaching staff, and communicate with parents and families. We
plan to begin services in June of 2021.

Please explain the extent to which the LEA intends to use ESSER Il funds to promote remote
learning. (3000 characters max)

We plan to use ESSER Il funds to promote remote learning by purchasing devices to ensure
that every student the district has the opportunity for remote access to instruction. Currently,
students have the option to either enroll in our cyber academy which provides more flexible
access to remote instruction including recorded live sessions and asynchronous assignment
completion or participate in fully synchronous classroom instruction remotely. We anticipate that
the need for remote learning in some capacity will continue into this summer and beyond.

Please describe how the LEA intends to assess and address student learning gaps resulting

from the disruption in educational services. (3000 characters max)

In order to assess learning gaps, we have administered standardized benchmark assessments
to all students in grades K-6 as well as to students in grade 7 and 8 who are currently receiving
intervention services. We are considering administering the Classroom Diagnostic Tool (CDT)
assessment to students in our high schools for the purposes of assessing deficits as well. In
addition, we are analyzing student grades, student attendance data, and social-emotional and
behavioral information to make determinations of student need. In order to address these
deficits, we have begun to provide a variety of interventions. Some examples include small-
group reading and math instruction, providing teacher "mentors" for students who can check-in
periodically to ensure students are submitting assignments, and inviting more students into our
schools, as space allows, for in-person instruction.

Please describe the LEA(s) proposed procedures for evaluating local COVID-19 impacts in
relation to education programming and delivery. (3000 characters max)

Areas of emphasis should include:

We have been consistently reflecting on and responding to the impacts of Covid-19 on our
district since the outset of the pandemic. We have made alterations to our facilities and
instructional spaces, have focused on identifying student learning gaps based on a variety of
data sources as previously mentioned, and have shifted many practices and resources to meet
the needs of students in the virtual environment in both our cyber academy and fully
synchronous online model. Our continuity of education plan was initially developed last summer
to coincide with our fully virtual start of the school year and has been revised accordingly as we
receive updated guidance from our local health department. Notably, we revised our plan to
allow for hybrid instruction beginning in October, and again in the late winter to provide more
students the opportunity for more in-person instruction. Throughout the pandemic we have
provided support for potentially vulnerable families in the way of free meals, staff support from
our school social workers, and access to technology including student devices and wi-fi hot
spots.

Please describe the LEA core set of strategies that will be used to guide local investment
of ESSER Il funding, associated with short-range (i.e., remainder of the 2020-21 school year)
and long-range (2021-22 and 2022-2023 school years) timelines. (3000 characters max)

These strategies may entail the establishment, scale-up, refinement, or evaluation of remote learning,
as well as strategies for school-based teaching and learning responsive to conditions related to the
pandemic. LEAs will be asked to outline how limited, ESSER Il funding may support these initiatives
and how these funds might interact with other federal funding, including enhanced Title IV flexibility, to
ensure strategic and sustainable use of funds.

For the remainder of the 2020-21 school year, we are currently making "last minute"
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adjustments to projected equipment needs for the start of school in September 2021. All
computer suppliers are warning of long lead times for student devices - approximately 16 to 18
weeks. An order will be placed at the end of February for about $1,000,000 for student devices
that hopefully will be delivered by the end of July. Each device must then be configured to work
on our network and work with the internet content filtering software. Finally the classroom
software must be loaded, the devices inventoried, and then distributed to students on the first
day of school. These new devices will be the final component of our one-to-one computer plan.
Tablets that were purchased last March at the start of the COVID crisis were old, heavily used
and unreliable with insufficient memory to run software applications and video conferencing.
The summer of 2021 we intend to use approximately $200,000 of ESSER Il grant funding to pay
teachers, aides, and, psychologists to provide regular education summer school for students
who fell behind academically during the COVID crisis. We plan to use IDEA funding to support
our summer school program for our special needs students. We anticipate the ESSER Il grant
will be fully expended by September 2021.

Please describe specific plans, measures, and longer-term evaluative strategies concerning
student learning gaps - as well as opportunity to learn factors - stemming from COVID-19. (3000

Long-term, we plan to expand our benchmark and potentially our diagnostic systems of
assessment across the district. This strategy should help us regularly monitor student progress
so that we can intervene as needed in a timely way. Further, we expect that it could take
several years to fully fill some of the existing learning gaps-- for example, if failures at the high
school level result in credit deficiencies for students, we may need to develop supports to
ensure that students get back on track to graduate on time. We also plan to expand our cyber
academy to include more courses that we currently teach in the brick and mortar environment
in anticipation of increased enroliment in the coming years.

3. REPORTING:

Due dates and
reporting requirements will be announced by the Department.

Any unexpended funds remaining at the end of the grant period must be returned to the Department of Education.

c. UNEXPENDED FUNDS — Grantee understands and agrees that funds which remain unexpended at the
end of the term of the Agreement or upon termination of the Agreement shall be returned to the
Commonwealth within sixty (60) days of the project’s ending date or termination date along with the
submission of the Final Completion Report and/or Final Expenditure Report, depending on the applicable
program requirements.

d. WITHHOLDING OF FUNDING — Without limitation of any other remedies to which it is entitled
hereunder or at law, the Commonwealth shall have the right to withhold the funding granted under this
Agreement, in whole or in part, for any of the following reasons, without limitation:

1. failure of Grantee to fulfill in a timely and proper manner its obligations hereunder;

2. violation of laws, regulations or polices applicable to the grant or to the implementation of the project
funded under this Agreement; and

3. misuse of funds, mismanagement, criminal activity or malfeasance in the implementation of this
Agreement.

5. FUNDING ADJUSTMENTS:

Funding Adjustments may be made for the following reasons and in the following manner:

a. Funding Increase:
1. The Commonwealth shall notify the Grantee in writing of any funding increases under this Agreement.

2. Upon receipt of this notice the Grantee shall revise and submit to the Commonwealth a revised
Program Summary Budget and if necessary, any revised pages of the Narrative which shall reflect the
increase of funds.

3. Funding increases will take effect upon Commonwealth’s receipt and approval of the revised
documents, which shall be incorporated in and made part of this Agreement.

b. Funding Decrease:

1. The Commonwealth shall notify the Grantee in writing of any funding decreases.
